An individual whose conviction is protected by Part VIIC of the Crimes Act 1914 does not have to
disclose that conviction to any person, including a Commonwealth authority, unless an exclusion
applies. Commonwealth authorities are prohibited from taking into account, or from disclosing without
consent of the individual, such conviction.

A spent conviction is a conviction for a Commonwealth Territory, State or foreign offence, which
satisfies all the following conditions:

e |tis 10 years since the date of the conviction (or 5 years for juvenile offenders);

e The individual was not sentenced to imprisonment, or was not sentenced to imprisonment for
more than 30 months;

e The individual has not re-offended during the 10 years (5 years for juvenile offenders) waiting
period; and

e A statutory or regulatory exclusion does not apply. (A full list of exclusions is available from the
Privacy Commission).
