Grade 1 Flight Instructor Rating — Flight Test Notes

The expectation is that the flight test for the initial issue of a
Grade 1 Instructor Rating would take a full day with the flight
component taking about 1.5 hours.

The flight test for the issue of a Grade 1 Instructor Rating must
include two long briefings. One briefing may be on any topic
related to the privileges of a Grade 1 rating. The other long
briefing topic must be on a subject involving the flying
standards or aviation knowledge from the Day VFR Syllabus
for CPL.

NOTE:

1. Approved Testing Officers must observe the
applicable Delegate Instructions and have regard
for the procedures and guidance material contained
in the CASA Approved Testing Officer Manual
(ATOM) when conducting the flight test for a flight
instructor rating.

2. The test must be terminated when a fail
assessment is made. Credits for individual items
are not available. The whole component (flight or
ground) must be re-tested. The ground component
may be credited to the applicant for a period not
exceeding 28 days.

META Flight Test Notes

The expectation is that this flight test would take a full day with
the flight component taking between 1.5 and 2.0 hours flight
time.

Note: CAAP 5.23-2(0) specifies the Syllabus of training for
initial issue of a multi-engine aeroplane type endorsement
rating.

Grade 2 and 3 and Renewal of Flight Instructor Rating —
Flight Test Notes

The expectation is that these flight tests would take most of the
day with the flight component taking between 1.2 and 1.5 hours
flight time.

The flight test for the renewal of a grade of flight instructor
rating must include one long briefing.
